Dehradun: The flash flood
that struck Uttarkashi's Dha-
rali village on Aug 5, Killing
four and leaving 52 missing,
was caused by the collapse of
a glacial moraine slope near
the Shrikanth Glacler, not by
a cloudburst, revealed a new
study conductad by sclentists
from Wadia Institute of Hi-
malayan Geology (WIHG)
and Geological Survey of In-
dla (GSI). The findings sup-
port TOT's report from Aug 6,
which had ruled out a cloud-
burst due to minimal rainall
recordaed at the flme,

Researchers found that
the reglon recelved only
10 9mmof rainon Augsanda
cumulative 3Tmm between
Aug 1and 5 ruling out exire-
me precipitation. The study
among the first on Dharall
disaster, was published re-
cently inScienceDirect, an in-
ternational journal, It took
into account Sentinel-2 satel-
lite imapery and FLDOAS (Fa-
mine Early Warning Svstems
Metwork)rainfall data.

The flow of debrls began
at an altitude of aroumd
4,600m on a moraine deposit
at thefoot of Shrikanth Glaci-
er, weakened by persistent ra-

The high-energy flow mo-
ved down the Kheer Gad stre-
am, a glacier-fed tributary of
the Bhagirathl river, carry-
ing nearly 2.5 lakh tonnes of
debris to Dharall (2.570m) at
about Samssecond. it buried
large parts of the village un-
der 12-18m of debris, destroy-
el nearly 60% of 1ts infrast-
ructure, and partially dam-
mexl the Bhaglrathi river, the
study noted,

The researchers observed
channel avulsions, heavy se-
diment depesition and major
geomorphic changes in the
foodplain. “Duetolts high ve-
locity and erosive potential,

the debris flow deviated from
pre-existing channels, produ-
cing a siriated depositional
pattern and reclaiming old
channels,” the study said.

The EKheer Gad catch-
ment, spanning about 18 =20
km, flows roughly Tkm north-
west before merging with the
Bhagirathl, Its southern and
central zones have steep gra-
dients of 45" to 757, while the
lower valley features gentler
slopes—conditions that make
It highly susceptible todebris
flows and fash Moods.

Scientists have called for
sirict land-use regulation as
long-term data from Nasa's
Giovanni platform show a
steady rise in surface tempe-
rature and snowmelt across
the reglon since 2000, increa-
sing slope instability and the
risk of cascading glacial and
geomorphic hazards in the
northwestern Himalayas.

Swiss and Indlan resear-
chers who assessed the Dha-
rall deluge had earlier war-
ned that such floods could
“recur repeatedly,” as vast
deposits of loose sediment
higher up in the catchment
are prone to collapse during
heavy rain, or snowmelt
They stressed the need for
sustained permafrost moni-
toring, aerial surveys, and f1-
eld assessments to better un-
derstand the evolving ha.
