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Beijing: Chinese President
Xi Jinping has appointed se-
nior diplomat Xu Feihong as
the new ambassador to India
after an unusually long delay
of  18 months amid frozen rela-
tions between the two coun-
tries over the eastern Ladakh
military standoff. While there
is no official announcement
in Beijing yet, the Chinese for-
eign ministry has confirmed
that Xu, the former ambassa-
dor to Afghanistan and Roma-
nia, has been appointed as
China's new envoy in India.

Xu, 60, is expected to travel
to New Delhi soon to take over
his new posting. He will suc-
ceed veteran diplomat Sun
Weidong, who completed his
tenure in India in Oct 2022.
Sun, who was China's envoy to 

Xu's appointment, which
coincides with the ongoing
general elections in India,
comes amid protracted mili-
tary and diplomatic negotia-
tions between Beijing and
New Delhi to resolve the pro-
longed military standoff.

Relations between the two
countries were frozen except
for trade ever since the east-
ern Ladakh border standoff
erupted in May 5, 2020. PTI
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New Delhi:There has been a

est data released by the min-
istry of  statistics and pro-
gramme implementation
(Mospi) showed. Net finan-
cial savings of  households
were down to five-year low of
Rs 14.2 lakh crore in 2022-23
from Rs 17.1 lakh crore in
2021-22. These had reached a
high of  Rs 23.3 lakh crore in
2020-21 but since then have
been displaying a falling
trend. The previous low was
at Rs 13.1 lakh crore in 2017-18.

The gross financial sav-
ings of  households were at
Rs 29.7 lakh crore, while fi-
nancial liabilities were esti-
mated at Rs 15.6 lakh crore in

2022-23, according to the lat-
est data. Financial liabilities
were at their highest level in
2022-23 since 2011-12 when
these were at Rs 2.9 lakh
crore. Household savings,
which account for over 60%
of  total savings, are split be-
tween financial and physical
savings and net financial
savings are estimated as the
difference between gross
savings and household bor-
rowings/liabilities.

Savings in physical as-
sets were at Rs 34.8 lakh crore
in 2022-23, while in gold and
silver ornaments these were
at Rs 63,397 crore — highest
since 2011-12 when these were

at Rs 33,635 crore. Bank ad-
vances to households nearly
doubled to Rs 11.9 lakh crore
in 2022-23 from Rs 6.1 lakh
crore in 2020-21, the data
showed. These were at Rs 7.7
lakh crore in 2021-22. The in-
vestment in mutual funds by
households grew 20.6 times
to Rs 1.8 lakh crore in 2022-23
from Rs 8,694 crore in 2011-12. 

Experts said the data
shows that access to credit
due to govt’s initiatives has
risen in recent years,
prompting households to
borrow and invest in hous-
ing and other physical as-
sets. “The NSO data also
shows that while net finan-

cial savings fell, physical
savings rose. Households
have clearly used borrow-
ings to acquire physical as-
sets such as homes, which
pushed up physical savings.
This was also reflected in
strong housing demand,”
said D K Joshi, chief  econo-
mist at ratings agency Crisil.

He said over the years,
savings in physical assets
have always been higher
than in financial assets but
with financial inclusion
gathering pace in the past
decade or so, financial sav-
ings accelerated and the gap
with physical savings nar-
rowed. At the time of  the Co-
vid-19 pandemic, there was a
sharp jump in the financial
savings rate even as the phys-
ical savings rate fell. 

“In fiscal 2021, net finan-
cial savings rose temporari-
ly above physical savings.
Some of  this was corrected
after the strong rebound
from the pandemic began.
Not surprisingly, household
savings in physical assets
have exceeded their net fi-
nancial savings,” the econo-
mist further said.

Net household savings at
5-yr low in 2022-23: Data
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Srinagar: Basit Dar, a top
commander of  Lashkar-e-
Taiba front organisation
The Resistance Front (TRF)
allegedly involved in a spate
of  civilian killings in Jam-
mu and Kashmir, and an ac-
complice were gunned down
Tuesday by security forces
in south Kashmir’s Kulgam
district in an operation that
lasted almost 24 hours.

The operation marked a
key breakthrough for the
forces given that 34-year-old
Dar was one of  the most
wanted insurgents in the
Union territory, carrying a
bounty of  Rs 10 lakh declared
by the National Investiga-
tion Agency (NIA).

Dar hailed from Kul-
gam’s Redwani, which was
the site of  the encounter,
sources said, adding that he
had left home three years ago
and joined the TRF.

Kashmir IGP VK Birdi
said Dar’s elimination was
“a big achievement” for the
forces as he was behind
many terror attacks, espe-
cially in Srinagar, in recent
years. “His killing is a blow
to insurgent activities in the

area, underscoring the un-
wavering commitment of  se-
curity forces to combat ter-
rorism,” another officer
said. Details surrounding
the encounter indicate that
J&K police and the Army ex-
ecuted a meticulously
planned operation that cul-
minated in the death of  the
high-profile terrorist.

The pocket in Kulgam
was cordoned off  early Mon-
day evening after specific in-
puts about the presence of
terrorists there, followed by
a search, a police officer
said. As the forces ap-
proached the spot in Redwa-

ni, militants opened fire,
triggering the gunfight.

The operation was halted
late on Monday night as part
of  precautionary measures
and darkness, which im-
paired visibility. It resumed
early Tuesday with addition-
al forces at the site to ensure
the terrorists do not escape,
the officer said. All routes to
the area were sealed, and
traffic and public movement
restricted. The bodies of  Dar
and the other terrorist, who
is yet to be identified, were
found after the gunfight end-
ed late Tuesday afternoon,
the officer said.
